DOING FAITH JUSTICE

We are grateful for all of you who do “Faith
Justice” daily by serving the needs of others
rather than looking to others to serve your
needs. In these articles we have been focusing
on how God is calling us individually and
collective as a Faith Community to continue
“Doing Faith Justice.” This was the passion of
Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. Tomorrow we as
Nation celebrate Martin Luther King Day (MLK
Day); a National Holiday to mark his Birthday,
which is actually January 15 . Several years
ago our Holy Father Pope Francis spoke about
Dr. King calling him a man who dreamed -
“Dreams that Lead to Action.” He said, “I am
happy that America continues to be, for many, a
land of “dreams”. Dreams which lead to action,
to participation, to commitment - Dreams which
awaken what is deepest and truest in the life of a
people.” Such dreams are very consistent with,
God's “dream” world, for our Catholic Faith and
Catholic Social Teaching. What do you dream?
Here are a couple of Dr. King's. “I have a
dream that my four little children will one day
live in a nation where they will not be judged by
the color of their skin but by the content of their
character.” “I have a dream that one day this
nation will rise up and live out the true meaning
of its creed: "We hold these truths to be self-
evident: that all men are created equal." While
the struggle began by Dr. Martin Luther King
and others continues, Pope Francis reminds us
not to lose hope: "Building a nation calls us to
recognize that we must constantly relate to
others, rejecting a mindset of hostility in order
to adopt one of reciprocal subsidiarity, in a
constant effort to do our best. I am confident
that we can do this." Are you confident that
“we.” can do this? How do you see your
contribution to this end? How can we as a faith
community work together? .
