There are 12  “Propositions.”  The California 
Catholic Conference has taken positions on 
two ballot measures, opposing both 
Proposition 14 and 20. Their explanation of  
their opposition and the details of the other 
10 “Propositions” can be found at link which 
follows.  One link is in English and the other 
in Spanish.  As Catholics and Citizens we 
have a responsibility to be informed voters.  
It is in that spirit that we provide this 
information.  The question for each of us is 
To BE or NOT To BE.
