Paul’s Captivity Letters 

Starting September 5, 2019 
 
Paul in these letters sent to Philippians, 
Colossians and Ephesians were words 
of encouragement, correction and 

instruction from prison. Paul lovingly inspires and 
challenges us to greater discipleship. In Philippians, Paul 
calls on the community to rejoice even when difficulties and 
struggle abound in life. Paul writes in Eph. 4:11 “I have 
learned in whatever state I am in, to be content. 
Paul offers Jesus as the prime model to follow in his 
humility and obedience. Paul writes in Colossians and 
Ephesians that the “Church is the Body of Christ”. Who is 
the Church? We are the Church the body and hands of our 
Savior Jesus Christ. 
Paul is the first and probably the most important theologian 
in history. St. Paul first gave expression to many truths that 
are the basis of the Creed ad the Catechism o the Catholic 
Church. So please come and join us. The Catholic Church 
says, forcefully and specially exhorts all the Christian 
faithful to learn the surpassing knowledge of Jesus Christ 
by frequent reading of the divine scriptures. CCC 2653. 
 
The program includes individual study, group discussion 
and video lectures. The cost of the class is $20.00 to cover 
material costs.
