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Bible Study Class
The Catholic Letters
James, First and Second Peter
January 9, 2020

This study covers four New Testament letters traditionally
known as the Catholic Letters because each is written to
strengthen Christian communities scattered across a wide
region of the Roman Empire rather than a specific Christian
community. You will discover that they contain profound
differences as well as intriguing similarities. James is a work
of wisdom literature, expounding on the themes of faith and
good works, true wisdom and the need for the rich to care
for the poor. First Peter resembles a sermon on baptism. It
is filled with moral exhortations about living out one’s
baptismal promises in a properly upright, faith-filled manner,
especially in the face of suffering and persecution. Second
Peter contains strong warnings and exhortations to avoid
false teachings to maintain proper ethical conduct while
awaiting the second coming of Jesus Christ. It shares much
of its content with Jude, because of which, Jude is studied in
conjunction with Second Peter.

The Catechism of the Catholic Church says, “Forcefully and
specially exhorts all the Christian faithful to learn the
surpassing knowledge of Jesus Christ by frequent reading
of the divine Scriptures” CCC 2653.

The program includes individual study, group discussion,
and video lectures. The cost of the class is $20.00 to cover
material costs. Registration and the money are collected at
the first call on January 9th. The classes last for 7 weeks
ending in February 27th. We will be meeting on Thursday
mornings at 9:45 am to 11:30 am in room #1. Any
questions, please call Michael Webster at 951-652-0273.

A Warm welcome
to our New Bishop

Most Reverend Alberto Rojas
Coadjutor Bishop, Diocese of San Bernardino

NOS BASTA EL AMOR DE DIOS
GOD'S LOVE IS ALL WE NEED

Vatican City - Pope Francis named Bishop Alberto Rojas, an auxiliary bishop of Chicago, to be coadjutor of the
Diocese of San Bernardino, California, and serve alongside Bishop Gerald Barnes until Barnes’ retirement.

As coadjutor, Rojas will assist Bishop Gerald Barnes in the administration of the San Bernardino diocese and
succeed him as bishop upon his retirement or death.

Rojas, who was born in Mexico, has been an auxiliary bishop of Chicago since 2011, serving under both
Cardinals Francis George and Blase Cupich.

The Diocese of San Bernardino was erected in 1978 and covers nearly 28,000 square miles. In 2017, the
diocese had an estimated 1.7 million Catholics -- 38% of the population -- and 151 diocesan priests.

San Bernardino has one of the highest concentrations of Hispanics in California. According to the 2010 census,
the county was 39.2% Hispanic.

Barnes, who has led the Diocese of San Bernardino for 23 years, announced in August his intention to retire in
June 2020 at the age of 75.

Diocesan bishops are required by canon law to submit their resignation to the pope upon reaching age 75. It is
then the decision of the pope to accept the resignation at his discretion.

Barnes announced the appointment of a coadjutor in a statement on the diocesan website Aug. 7, stating that
‘the next 12 months will be a year unlike any other in recent memory in our Diocese. It will be a time of ending, of
new beginnings and, for me, a time of transition.”

The longest-serving bishop of a U.S. diocese, according to the San Bernardino Sun, Barnes was first appointed
auxiliary bishop of San Bernardino in 1992. In 1995, he was made ordinary bishop.

Bishop Alberto Rojas, 54, was born in El Zapote de la Labor, Mexico.

He studied for the priesthood at Santa Maria de Guadalupe seminary in Aguascalientes, Mexico and at
Mundelein Seminary in lllinois, before being ordained a priest for the Archdiocese of Chicago in 1997.

Rojas was named an auxiliary bishop of Chicago by Benedict XVI and ordained bishop in August 2011.
As a bishop, he has been the archbishop’s delegate for the archdiocesan Hispanic-American council, liaison to
Hispanic Catholics, a member of the U.S. bishops’ conference’s Hispanic Affairs Committee, and a regional
liaison for the National V Encuentro of Hispanic and Latino Ministry.

Rojas was also a member of the seminary formation facglty at Mundelein Seminary from 2002-2010.

Reverendisimo Alberto Rojas
Obispo Coadjutor, Diécesis de San Bernardino

Ciudad del Vaticano - El Papa Francisco nombré al Obispo Alberto Rojas, Obispo Auxiliar de Chicago, a ser el
coadjutor de la Di6cesis de San Bernardino, California, y servir al lado del Obispo Gerald Barnes hasta la su
jubilacion.

Como coadjutor, Rojas asistira al Obispo Gerald Barnes en la administracion de la Didcesis de San Bernardino y
sucederlo como obispo en su jubilacién o muerte.

Rojas, quien nacié en México, ha sido Obispo auxiliar de Chicago desde el 2011, sirviendo bajo los cardenales
Francis George y Blase Cupich.

La Di6cesis de San Bernardino fue erigida en 1978 y cubre casi 28,000 millas cuadradas. En 2017, la diocesis
tenia un estimado de 1.7 millones de catdlicos, el 38% de la poblacién, y 151 sacerdotes diocesanos.

San Bernardino tiene una de las mayores concentraciones de hispanos en California. Segun el censo de 2010, el
condado era 39.2% hispano.

Barnes, quien ha dirigido la Di6cesis de San Bernardino por 23 afios, anuncié en agosto su intencion de jubilarse
en junio 2020 a la edad de 75 afios.

La ley candnica exige a los obispos diocesanos que presenten su renuncia al Papa cuando cumplan 75 afios de
edad. Es entonces la decision del Papa aceptar la renuncia a su discrecion.

Barnes anunci6é el nombramiento de un coadjutor en una declaracion en el sitio de internet diocesano el 7 de
agosto, declarando que “los proximos 12 meses seran un afio diferente a cualquier otro en la memoria reciente en
nuestra Didcesis. Sera un tiempo de finalizacion, de nuevos comienzos y, para mi, un tiempo de transicion ".

El obispo mas antiguo de una didcesis de EE. UU., Segun el San Bernardino Sun, Barnes fue nombrado primer
obispo auxiliar de San Bernardino en 1992. En 1995, fue nombrado obispo ordinario.

El Obispo Alberto Rojas, 54, naci6 en El Zapote de la Labor, México.

Estudio para el sacerdocio en el seminario de Santa Maria de Guadalupe en Aguascalientes, México y en el
seminario Mundelein en lllinois, antes de ser ordenado sacerdote para la Arquidiocesis de Chicago en 1997.
Rojas fue nombrado Obispo Auxiliar de Chicago por el Papa Benedict XVI'y fue ordenado Obispo en agosto 2011.
Como obispo, ha sido delegado del arzobispo para el consejo Arquidiocesano Hispano-Americano, Enlace con los
Catdlicos Hispanos, miembro del Comité de Asuntos Hispanos de la Conferencia de Obispos de los Estados
Unidos y enlace regional para el V Encuentro Nacional del Ministerio Hispano y Latino.

Rojas también fue miembro de la facultad de formacidn del seminario en el Seminario Mundelein desde 2002 al

2010.
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
