Registration for Religious Education for children and  

       Youth Confirmation  2019 – 2020 

Enrollment will end August 30, 2019

Welcome! We would like to inform you about the registration period and the 
requirements to register your children in our Religious Education Program 
and Youth Confirmation. If you are interested in enrolling your children in 

order to receive First Communion, Confirmation or continue their religious education, please take into 
consideration the following:  

1. FIRST register your family at the Main Office, before enrolling your children. Allow the Main Office  
THREE to FIVE business days to process the family registration with the parish. Again, before 
enrolling your children in our Religious Education program. In other words, your family must already 
be registered with the parish data base at the time of enrollment.  

2. Registrations will end August 30th. Religious Education Office hours:  9:00am - 11:00am and 
1:00 pm - 3:00 pm, Monday through Friday.  

3.  Register as soon as possible, classes close quickly. 

4. Children need to be enrolled each year, there is no automatic registration. 

5. If your children were enrolled previously, please provide the birth certificate, there is no need to    
provide the baptismal certificate again. 

6. Registrations take place at the Religious Education Office; if it is the first time you are enrolling your 
children, you MUST provide the following:  

A) Original baptism certificate for all children being enrolled,  

B) Original birth certificate ( from the county, not the hospital). 

C) Original birth certificate, baptism certificate, 1st Communion certificate, and the name of the future 
sponsor for Confirmation in order to enroll for Youth Confirmation, 

D) Pay all fees at the time of registration with cash or check….only! There is no payment plans...sorry. 

7. Tuition and Sacrament Fees: 

  $50.00- 1 child, 

  $90.00- 2 children, 

  $15.00 - for any additional child.   

  $30.00- additional, if your child is receiving Reconciliation or First Communion. 

  $45.00– Youth Confirmation per student. 

  8. Faith Formation Program is designed for first through eighth grade children. Elementary children must 
fulfill a three-year process in order to receive First Communion. Junior-high grades 6th & 7th must fulfill a 
two-year process in order to receive First Communion. All eighth graders must fulfill the one -year process 
in order to receive First Communion.   

9. Youth Confirmation (must be 14 years old at time of enrollment) is a two year process designed 
strictly for High School students. If they have not received Communion, he or she will receive 
Communion at the end of the two-year process.  

10. ALL CLASSES ARE TAUGHT IN ENGLISH, SINCE IS THE LANGUAGE CHILDREN ARE 
COMFORTABLE WITH, AND THEREFORE, THE BEST FOR THEM TO LEARN.

 para el periodo 2019 – 2020

Tenemos el gusto de informarles sobre las fechas de inscripciones y requisitos pa-
ra inscribirse al Programa de Educación Religiosa de nuestra Parroquia. Si su fa-
milia está interesada en inscribir a sus hijos en las clases de Catecismo, ya sea 

para recibir la Primera Comunión, la Confirmación o para continuar su educación en la Fe, tome en cuenta lo si-

guiente: 

1. Registre a su familia en la Oficina Parroquial si aún no lo ha hecho. Hágalo al menos TRES DÍAS ANTES de 

inscribir a sus hijos. La familia DEBE estar registrada para poder inscribir a sus hijos. 

2. El periodo de inscripciones será del martes 6 de agosto al viernes 30 de agosto, en un horario de 9:00 

am a 11:00 am y de 1:00 pm a 3:00 pm, de lunes a viernes.  

3. Procure acudir los primeros días, para que pueda elegir el día y horario que más le convenga.  ¡Los grupos se 

llenan rápido!   

4. Recuerde que hay que realizar el proceso de inscripción cada año, los niños no quedan reinscritos automática-

mente. 

5. Si sus niños ya han estado inscritos, sólo requiere traer el certificado de nacimiento, no los demás certificados 

nuevamente. 

6. Las inscripciones se realizan en la Oficina de Educación Religiosa y si es la primera vez que usted inscribirá a 

sus niños, debe traer: 

A) Original del certificado de Bautismo,  

B) Original del certificado de nacimiento (expedido por el condado), 

C) Original del certificado de nacimiento, de Bautismo y de Primera Comunión y nombre del o la futuro (a) pa-

drino o madrina, para inscribirse a Confirmación,  

D) Cuota, 

7.  Las cuotas que deben cubrirse en su totalidad, al momento de la inscripción, en efectivo o cheque (NO tarje-

tas) son: 

 $50.00 dlls por un niño, 

 $90.00 dlls  por dos niños, 

 $15.00 dlls por cada niño adicional.   

 $30.00 dlls más si su niño recibe este año los Sacramentos de la Reconciliación       (Confesión) 

o Primera Comunión. 

 $45.00 dlls por estudiante de Confirmación.

  8. El Programa de Catecismo se ofrece para los niños que cursan del primer al octavo grado. Si             entran al 
Programa estando entre el primer y el quinto grado, necesitan estudiar tres años para recibir la Primera Comunión, 

si entran en sexto o séptimo, dos años, y si entran en octavo, uno. 

9. Los jóvenes con 14 años cumplidos, cursando del noveno al décimo segundo grado, entran al Programa de 
Confirmación, que dura dos años. Si no han hecho la Primera Comunión, la recibirán también al terminar el Pro-

grama.
