Dear Parishioners, 
Beginning with Collection income, it 
stayed relatively the same, as well as 
over all income compared to last year. 
We received $9,336.39 in DDF rebates 
and another big blessing was 
$11,173.70 in wills and bequests.   We 
spent $81,203.42 more in priest 
personnel and bingo expense than the 
prior year. We closed the year with a 
significant deficit of $77,471.22. I urge 
parishioners to tithe conscientiously. If 
collection income does not keep up 
with inflation our deficit will continue to 
increase regardless of how many 
fundraisers we have. 
Our parish festival, Guardian Angels 
and Valentine Diner-Dance fundraisers  
brought in $44,750.79. 
We saw an increase of $10,000 from 
last year in Bingo profits, $111,332.12. 
Scrip profits were $7,052.53, slightly 
lower than the previous year. If  only 
1,000  families in the parish  purchased 
$100 in gift cards monthly, we would 
have $100,000 in sales  which in turn  
would raise us $6,000 a month. There 
is no good reason why this is not 
happening. $26,850.41 was given out 
in assistance to the poor in our area, 
mainly through Valley Restart Shelter, 
Hemet Community Pantry, Assistance 
League and Catholic Charities. 
I would like to extend a BIG THANK 
YOU to all volunteers who run our 
main fundraisers, Bingo, Scrip, 
Festival, Guardian Angels Club and 
Valentine’s Dance. There would be an 
even  greater deficit if it weren't for 
YOU. A financially healthy parish runs 
on collections alone, this means that 
an increase in offertory (collections) is 
essential to achieve stability.  I take 
this opportunity to thank each of you 
for your ministry as well as for your 
financial support. May God continue to 
bless each of you and repay you 
abundantly for your support and 
generosity.
