Doing Faith Justice 
 
Last weekend we wrote about our Civic responsibility 
and said that this week we would write  about how 
Catholics are called to speak and act about political 
and social questions, including participation in 
“Political” Life. In this present moment we do this by 
being an informed voter.  As Catholics the focus 
seems to be on defending life.  The Knights of 
Columbus in anticipation of this has put together a 
“Novena for the Cause of Life.”  In it they quote our 
Holy Father Pope Francis.  His words are meant to 
guide our decision on how and who we vote for as 
Catholics.  He writes,  “Human Life is Sacred... and 
even the weakest and most vulnerable, the sick, the 
old, the unborn and the poor  are masterpieces of 
God's creation. Our defense of the innocent unborn 
needs to be clear...for at stake is the dignity of a 
human life....  Equally sacred... are the lives of the 
poor, those already born, the destitute, the abandoned 
and the underprivileged, the vulnerable infirm and 
elderly....”  Think Catholic, Pray Catholic, Vote 
Catholic.  Next week we will look at the propositions 
up for vote this election cycle.
