Haciendo Justicia por la Fe 
 
Si alguien se le acerca y le pregunta: "¿Qué tipo de 
votante es usted?" ¿Cómo le respondería? Esta no 
es una pregunta capciosa. Con suerte, usted 
respondería: "¡Yo voto como católico!" Como tal, 
los católicos estamos llamados a defender, 
promover y proteger el carácter sagrado de la vida 
humana. No podemos ser votantes de un solo tema. 
En cambio, debemos ser votantes del Papa 
Francisco. 
Algunos de los temas sagrados que el Papa nos 
pide que llevemos a la cabina de votación incluyen 
proteger a las personas en la pobreza, los ancianos 
y los migrantes y rechazar el racismo. Con la 
misma claridad dice: “Ahora, más que nunca, es 
necesario que los líderes políticos se destaquen por 
su honestidad, integridad y compromiso con el bien 
común”. Para nosotros, los católicos, una 
definición práctica del "bien común" proviene del 
Concilio Vaticano II, que establece: "El derecho a 
tener una parte de los bienes terrenales suficientes 
para uno mismo y la propia familia pertenecen a 
todos ..."
